6.1 SRF Road Safety along the A6108, Skeeby bridge traffic lights-
It was resolved to write to the Highways Engineer to ask if they would consider coming to a parish council
meeting, or be willing to have a site visit to discuss options as to how the money allocated to Skeeby from the

Safer Road Fund could be better utilised instead of traffic lights on the bridge. Action SP

10. Solar Farm

ClIr Budden attended a site visit with Harmony Energy in regard to the approved Solar Farm development
at Land South East of A6108, Darlington Rd (21/00931/FULL). It was explained they are planning to do some
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minor variations to the scheme and wanted Councillors to view their plans before formal submission to the
planning authority. The alterations are due to improvements in technology which will allow for fewer batteries (20
instead of 27). The panels will be arranged in a single row instead of two rows which will allow more room for
service vehicles to access the side, but will be place 20ft closer towards Skeeby. Clir J Budden did not see any
issues with the proposals.
